This document serves as an agreement between the American Association for Accreditation of Ambulatory Surgery Facilities, Inc. doing business as QUAD A (“QUAD A”) and the legal entity seeking Accreditation (“You” or “Facility”) at the specific location, or locations only as permitted under the applicable voluntary accreditation program (each a “Program”, collectively the “Programs”).  Terms used herein but not otherwise defined shall have the meaning ascribed to them in the Accreditation Terms and Conditions, of which this Data Use Agreement is a part thereof. (Each of You and QUAD A, a “Party”, collectively the “Parties”). 
By participating in one or more Program, you accept and agree, on behalf of the Facility (as the Covered Entity with which you are affiliated) to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  If you do not agree to these terms, you should not should participate in any Program.   
WHEREAS, Facility seeks to obtain or maintain Accreditation from QUAD A;
WHEREAS, in order to remain Accredited, Facility must remain in compliance with the then-in-effect QUAD A Patient Safety Data Reporting (“PSDR”) requirements which can be found in the respective standards for the Program in which the Facility seeks to obtain or maintain Accreditation;
WHEREAS, the information submitted to QUAD A for purposes of compliance with PSDR by may constitute one or more limited data set which conforms with the requirements of 45 C.F.R. § 164.514(e) (individually and collectively, the “PSDR Dataset(s)”); 
WHEREAS, the purpose of this Agreement is to ensure the integrity and confidentiality of the PSDR Dataset(s) as used and maintained by QUAD A in accordance with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 and its implementing regulations (collectively, “HIPAA”); 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties mutually covenant and agree as follows:



definitions
1.1 Defined Terms. Capitalized terms used in this Agreement, but not otherwise defined, shall have the meaning ascribed to those terms in the HIPAA Rules. 


PSDR Dataset(s)
2.1 QUAD A shall be permitted to use and disclose the PSDR Dataset(s) for the purposes set forth in this Agreement.  For the avoidance of doubt, such PSDR Dataset(s) shall exclude all of the following identifiers in accordance with 45 C.F.R. §164.514(e)(2):
Names;
Postal address information, other than town or city, state, and zip code;
Telephone numbers;
Fax numbers;
Electronic mail addresses;
Social security numbers;
Medical record numbers;
Health plan beneficiary numbers;
Account numbers;
Certificate/license numbers;
Vehicle identifiers and serial numbers, including license plate numbers;
Device identifiers and serial numbers;
Web universal resource locators (URLs);
Internet protocol (IP) address numbers;
Biometric identifiers, including finger and voice prints; and
Full face photographic images and any comparable images.
3.1 It is the sole and exclusive responsibility of Facility to ensure that the foregoing identifiers are not submitted to QUAD A.

permitted uses and disclosures
3.1 QUAD A shall be permitted to use the PSDR Dataset(s) for (i) Facility’s Health Care Operations, including without limitation in furtherance of Facility’s participation in one or more Program; and/or (ii) Research purposes, as approved by QUAD A.  
3.2 Without limiting the foregoing, QUAD A may also create one or more de-identified data set from the PSDR Dataset(s); provided such de-identification conforms to the requirements of 45 CFR 164.514(b). QUAD A may Use or Disclose such de-identified information at its discretion, as such de-identified information does not constitute Protected Health Information and is not subject to the terms of this Agreement.  For the avoidance of doubt, such de-identified data sets shall not identify You or any individual provider.  
ARTICLE 4
OBLIGATIONS AND ACTIVITIES OF QUAD A
4.1 QUAD A shall use or disclose the PSDR Dataset(s) only as permitted Article 3 hereof or as Required by Law;
4.1 QUAD A shall use appropriate safeguards to prevent use or disclosure of the PSDR Dataset(s) other than as permitted by this Agreement or as Required by Law;
4.1 QUAD A shall report to Facility any use or disclosure of the PSDR Dataset(s) of which it becomes aware that is not permitted by this Agreement or as Required by Law;
4.1 QUAD A shall require any of its subcontractors or agents that receive or have access to the PSDR Dataset(s) to agree to at least as stringent restrictions and conditions on the use and/or disclosure of the PSDR Dataset(s) that apply to QUAD A under this Agreement; and
4.1 QUAD A shall not use the information in the PSDR Dataset(s) to identify or contact the Individuals who are data subjects.
ARTICLE 5
term and termination
5.1 [bookmark: _Ref60651846]The term of this Agreement will begin concurrent with the submission of the PSDR Dataset(s) to QUAD A and will continue for as long as QUAD A maintains the PSDR Dataset(s). 
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
